

Important Information For Grades 5-8
Dear Parent,


As your child may have told you, our new accelerated reader program is up and running for the final quarter of the year.  Students now have access to test for over 170,000 books, and new books are added everyday.
 The new program has been added to all of the computers in the school so that the children can test on any one of them.  Students MUST test at school.  Testing on computers not linked to our identification code will not permit teachers to access student scores.  Also, our program provides continual diagnostic information taken from student scores so that we may better help students find books best suited for their individual reading levels.

The purpose of the program is to encourage children to enjoy reading, not JUST to get a grade.  Since we obviously do not have all of the titles at school, I have encouraged students to get a library card.  Accelerated reader provides a book finder site that helps kids select from their vast collections.  

Below is the information needed for students to locate books.  Reading levels are NOT important.  However, students need to check middle grades under interest level to help ensure that the content is appropriate.  We are also asking that parents sign a consent form (attached), stating their approval of the chosen book.

LOCATING A BOOK
1.  Access the internet

2.  Type in web address (at home you may wish to bookmark)

3.  Go to Advanced Search

4.  Go to interest level and click on Middle Grades (MG 4-8)

5.  Fill out other criteria levels to narrow search

6.  If at the library, see librarian for book.
